She completed both Parts 1 and 2 (Diploma) of the City & Guilds Design and Embroidery
course with Distinction in both parts. She was awarded the Senior Award of Licentiateship (LCGI)
by the City & Guilds Institute. Gail has previously taught City & Guilds Embroidery courses, and was,
for many years, a City & Guilds External Verifier for various colleges in Great Britain. She has authored
five books: Embroidery Skills: Machine Embroidery (published internationally in five languages),
Fairy Tale Quilts and Embroidery, Christmas Stitches, Creative Machine Embroidery and Tassel Mak-
ing. She is a contributing author to: Starting to Stitch Creatively (Batsford and the Merehurst Book of
Needlework. Since moving to the United States she has directed and taught at the Arts Center she found-
ed in Washington State - Gail Harker Center for Creative Arts. She has taught Certificate and Diploma
Courses in Design and Embroidery to hundreds of students from all parts of North America.
